1 Cup firmly packed brown sugar

& cinnamon.  Cut biscuits into quarters.  Roll each piece in sugar mixture and layer 

into pan.  Combine brown sugar, remaining sugar mixture and oleo.  Pour over dough.  

Bake at 350    30-40 min. Cool bread 10 min. in pan then invert onto serving platter.
